Learning styles
suggest the ways or methods by which students
acquire learning. There are inherent variations of
learning styles that every individual reflects.

There is no single learning style theory that is
universally accepted, nor is there a 'right' way to
study or 'best' way to teach. Teachers should also
avoid the temptation to try to categorize or confine
individual pupils to one learning style. Age,
educational level, and motivation influence each
pupil's learning so that what was once preferred may
no longer be that pupil's current preferred learning
style.

Population: - Population of the study is teacher
education program of different types of Higher
Education Institutions of Uttar Pradesh.

Sample: Sample constitute the Allahabad University
(CU) and University of Lucknow (SU) randomly
selected from two separate lists; one of Central
University (CU) and another is State University
(SU)

Delimitation: The study is limited to Master of
Education (M.Ed.) Program of Central and State
Universities from Uttar Pradesh.

Method of collecting data for the study: - The
study is focused on the comparison of evaluation
system of Master of Education program of Central
University (Allahabad University) and State
University (Lucknow University). The program's
Ordinances, question papers (www.allduniv.ac.in,
www.lkouniv.ac.in) and results (Mark sheets) were
studied for the comparative analysis of evaluation
system of both universities. The programis divided
in four semesters, comprising of various courses i.e.
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Core courses, Elective courses, Value added
courses & Practical activities. Courses were
compared semester-wise and year-wise in reference
to various components of evaluation system i.e.
Internal, External, Practical, Theory, Semester End
Exam (SEE) and expressed in % (percentage).

Conclusions

In both university - Allahabad (CU) and
Lucknow (SU), the M.Ed. Program have similar %
of weightage for theory (80% & 79% respectively)
and Practical (20% & 21% respectively).

In Allahabad University (CU), each course
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of the M.Ed. Program has an 60% external
weightage whereas in Lucknow University (SU), it
is 70%.

In Lucknow University (SU), the M.Ed.
program has 30% internal weightage for each theory
course while in Allahabad University (CU) it is 40%.

In Allahabad University (CU), the Practical
in M.Ed. Program are divided into external and
internal weightage of 60% & 0f40% respectively
whereas in Lucknow University (SU) has 100%
external evaluation.

In both universities, the M.Ed. Program
have Dissertation as core and compulsory.

In Allahabad University (CU) the Program
does not have Value added and Inter-departmental
course while University of Lucknow (SU) has both.

In Lucknow University (SU), the Program
includes Review Writing of two books, while in
Allahabad University (CU) it is not.

In Lucknow University (SU), the Program
has Education Excursion as Practical activity; while
in Allahabad University (CU) it is not.

Lucknow University (SU), The Program
included Writing a Research Paper for publication
while it is not in Allahabad University (CU).

In both Universities the Program has
Internship as core and compulsory.

In Allahabad University (CU), the Program
does not have educational Psychological Practical
as practical while it is in University of Lucknow
(SU).

Discussions of Results

Teaching, one of the largest professions,
employs around million teachers in India and still
there is a shortage of teachers. The demand for high
quality teachers is continuously increasing. That's
why recent Education Policy (NEP) 2020 focused
on Teacher Education and suggested comprehensive
change to attract and retain high quality teachers in
teaching profession.
It isevident that theory courses have more weightage
and practical has less weightage in M.Ed.
Programme of both universities. NCFTE 2009 has
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pointed towards the major shortcoming of
evaluation process of present teacher education
practice that it is restricted to measure cognitive
learning through terminal test. While NEP 2020
recommended that "revamping curriculum,
pedagogy, assessment, and student support for
enhanced student's experiences (Page no. 34)." S.
Jagabandhu (2020) found that both student-teachers
and teacher-educators agree that the present
evaluation system of pre-service teacher education
program at secondary level in Odisha does not focus
equally on theory and practical. K. Suokhrie (2021)
found in his study that some teacher-educators were
ofthe opinion that student-teachers were equally
participating in practical activities along with theories
so more marks may be allotted to practical works.
Teacher education programs aiming for holistic
development. Ifthey encourage more on theory, then
it defeats the very purpose and essence of
constructivism. Thus, it is suggested for equal
distribution of marks in both theory and practical in
post graduate level teacher education program to
make it focused on holistic development of teachers.

It is observed that in both CU and LU, the
Master of Education program has received more
External weightage and less internal weightage in
each theory paper as well as for Dissertation/Master
Thesis and Practical activities. Gunjal (2012)
conducted a study to compare the internal and
external evaluation on 100 student-teachers of three
colleges of Ahmedabad city and found that there
was no consistency between internal and external
evaluation. B.Ed. student-teachers got 28% to 30%
more marks in internal evaluation in comparison to
external evaluation. K. Suokhrie (2021) found in
his study 88.88% principals ofteacher education
institutions were not agree with that internal
assessment is just an instrument for improving overall
examination result of the student-teachers. Teacher-
educators satisfy all the components of internal
assessment and marks were not blindly allotted to
the student-teachers. 12.5% principals felt that if
teacher-educators objectively assess and evaluate
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student-teachers, then internal assessment should
have better outcomes than external evaluation,
because it helps in enhancing student-teachers
engagement in teaching learning process. 37.5%
mentioned that internal assessment covers both
scholastic and co-scholastic aspects of the students.
It aims to encourage, motivate and improve their
overall performance. Some of the teacher-educators
felt that less weightage was allotted for internal
assessment and suggested to increase the weightage
of'internal assessment. Internal weightage can be
increased as it makes evaluation system more
continuous and comprehensive which is also
recommended by the NEP 2020.

It is observed that both universities are
following credit-based Semester system for Master
of Education Program which is also recommended
by University Grant Commission (UGC) on Page
1n0.36 of Evaluation Reforms in HEIs and NEP 2020
recommended on page no. 38 that "HEIs shall also
move away from high-stakes examinations towards
more continuous and comprehensive evaluation".

In the present study, it was observed that
some type of courses as Elective/open elective,
Value Added, Inter-departmental have given less
weightage or did not include in structure of
universities' post graduate level teacher education
program. Thus, it has to be improvised and move
towards achieving academic excellence. Book
review, writing of research paper, psychological
practical and educational excursion do not find place
in the M.Ed. program of Allahabad University. These
courses must be included in the M.Ed. program of
Allahabad University because these activities
provides first hand experiences to the students and
also develops higher mental abilities such as, critical
thinking, creative thinking, problem solving etc. Thus,
Various type of courses should be included with
appropriate weightage as NEP 2020 also
recommended it.

NCFTE-2009 on page no. 83 criticized the
Master of Education program offered by different
universities and consider it as an extension of the
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Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.) program as it
seriously lacks inputs focused on the preparation of
teacher educators. In this regard, NEP2020
recommended that "Teachers must be grounded in
Indian values, languages, knowledge, ethos and
traditions including tribal traditions, while also being
well-versed in the latest advances in education and
pedagogy (Pageno. 42)."
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"Island of Escape: Sita's Quest for Solace and Sanity" in
"Where Shall We Go This Summer?"

Abstract

This paper delves into Anita Desai's ""Where
Shall We Go This Summer?", analysing the
psychological and emotional journey of Sita, a
woman caught between societal obligations and
personal identity. Set against the backdrop of post-
colonial India, the novel presents Sita's retreat to
Manori Island as a symbolic and literal escape from
her alienating domestic life in Bombay. Drawing upon
Freudian psychoanalysis and Jungian individuation,
the study explores Sita's internal conflict, her yearning
for existential wholeness, and her ultimate
reconciliation with reality. The island becomes a
metaphor for the lost sanctuary of childhood,
feminine identity, and the unfulfilled desire for
emotional autonomy.

Introduction
Anita Desai's fiction consistently navigates the
labyrinthine interior world of her characters,
particularly women. In "Where Shall We Go This
Summer?", Desai presents Sita's psychological
disintegration amidst domestic obligations and
spiritual discontent. The island of Manori becomes
a paradoxical haven-a place imbued with childhood
magic yet incapable of fulfilling adult yearnings. The
novel emerges not as a narrative of geographical
escape but as one of psychological introspection
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and emotional survival.
Research Gap

While many studies discuss the thematic
elements of isolation and gender roles in Desai's
works, fewer delve into a detailed psychoanalytical
reading that blends Freudian and Jungian theories.
Moreover, Sita's symbolic connection with space-
particularly the island-is often examined superficially.
This paper aims to fill the gap by connecting these
spatial metaphors with the psychological
mechanisms of regression, individuation, and trauma.

Objectives of the Study

1. To examine the psychological and emotional
transformation of Sita in "Where Shall We
Go This Summer?"

2. To analyze the symbolic significance of
Manori Island in relation to Sita's inner
turmoil.

3. To apply Freudian and Jungian
psychoanalysis in interpreting Sita's mental
retreat and final reconciliation.

4. To evaluate the novel's contribution to
feminist and post-colonial literature.

Methodology
This research adopts a qualitative approach,

employing textual analysis of the primary text,

"Where Shall We Go This Summer?", supported

by secondary critical literature. The study also

integrates psychoanalytic theory-particularly Freud's
notions of regression and repetition compulsion and

Jung's concept of individuation-to analyze character

development. Critical commentary and literary
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criticism are incorporated to frame the discussion

within a broader academic discourse.

- A deeper understanding of Sita's character
as a representation of psychological
rebellion and emotional alienation.

- Clarification of Manori Island's symbolic
role as both refuge and illusion.

- Insight into how Desai's narrative technique
encapsulates a modern woman's
psychological crisis.

- A psychoanalytically enriched interpretation
that bridges literary, feminist, and
psychological readings.

Discussion
Anita Desai's "Where Shall We Go This

Summer?" presents a profound exploration of Sita's
character, whose journey is marked by intense
solitude and emotional complexity. Sita, a middle-
aged woman, is portrayed as physically
unremarkable yet distinguished by a heightened
sensitivity that shapes her demeanour and
interactions. Shubha Tiwari aptly describes her as
"a traditionally settled woman in every respect, ....
psychologically outraged. She is a sleepless,
unsteady, and worried soul. She is pregnant. She
does not want to give birth to the child in the unreal
world of Mumbai." 1 (Shubha Tiwari,2004) Her
outward appearance, often dishevelled and
indifferent, becomes a symbolic reflection of her
inner turmoil. This state of unrest is vividly illustrated
through Raman's exasperated remark: "Why can't
you just be neat and tidy?"2 (Desai, 2021) a plea
that underscores his frustration with her apparent
disorderliness. Sita's response and subsequent
behaviour reveal a deeper truth about her identity,
as she instinctively adopts "the garb of the male and
then the female peacock," highlighting the duality
and complexity of her character.

Sita experiences a sense of dissatisfaction
with her responsibilities as a wife and mother.
Awaiting the birth of her fifth child, she feels trapped
in the monotony of domestic life in a Bombay
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apartment, alienated from her husband, Raman, and
her children. As Usha Bande observes - "Denying
herself joy, enthusiasm, anger and fear- the whole
range of sentiments that makes us human- Sita loses
the urge to assert and affirm herself. Devoid of these
natural feelings, she becomes melancholy,
depressed woman, bored with life; nothing can instil
zeal inher."3 (Bande, 1988)

Raman is entirely absorbed in his
professional commitments, leaving little room for the
emotional needs of his wife, Sita. Although he
routinely asks her, "Where shall we go this summer?"
the question often remains a formality, as his hectic
schedule seldom permits him to act on these plans.
He is not fully blamed for it as he is too busy in his
work that he has very little time to pay attention to
the emotional upheavals within Sita, who struggles
silently with feelings of neglect and dissatisfaction in
their marriage. her responsibilities of being a wife
and mother weigh heavily on her, and her longing
for emotional intimacy remains unfulfilled. When she
discovers she is pregnant with a fifth child, her
response is far from joyful. Instead, she admits, "I'm
not pleased. I am frightened." Her dread intensifies,
culminating in her declaration: "It's harder-harder.
It's unbearable."4 (Desai, 2021) These statements
poignantly reflect Sita's profound dissatisfaction and
the emotional burden she carries, which permeates
her experience throughout the narrative.

The breaking point in their relationship is
vividly captured when Raman attempts to comfort
Sita by saying, "Sita, it soon will be over." At this
moment, as Desai writes, "the storm broke."
Throughout their marriage, they had avoided
confrontation, a tendency that had only served to
suppress their emotions. Raman, reflecting on the
situation, realizes that perhaps there had been
"incidents, thoughts during the day he had not known
about" and that even if he had been aware, he might
have chosen to ignore them. Sita, on the other hand,
had spent months collecting her "resentments, her
fears, her rages," until the moment when she "flung
them outward, flung them from her." 5 (Desai, 2021)
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This powerful scene encapsulates the intensity of
Sita's pent-up emotions and the deep fissures within
their marriage, laying bare the emotional chasm
between them.

Through Sita, Desai delves into the inner
struggles ofa woman grappling with her fragmented
psyche and her disconnection from the world around
her. Her role as a wife and mother has become a
source of persistent dissatisfaction, with her
experiences accumulating into a series of painful
realizations. Sita finds herself trapped in an
environment that feels devoid of warmth and
understanding, and the gap between her inner desires
and her external reality grows unbearable. Her
husband and children, though part of her daily life,
seem emotionally distant and unresponsive to her
deeper needs. It is also evident "when Menka
coming from a visit to a friend, stopped on the
balcony to stare at the odd figure of her mother
standing by the rails firing Karan's pop-gun at the
furious band of crows. She watched for a while, in
astonishment, then pressed her lips together and went
away without asking for an explanation- her mother
had before arranged, created wilfully such act of
drama purely, Menka maintained. .."6 (Desai, 2021)
This disconnects leaves Sita yearning for an escape
to preserve her mental stability. Feeling suffocated
by her mundane and unfulfilling life in a cramped
Bombay apartment, Sita decides to flee to Manori,
an island off the West Coast. This island holds
significant personal meaning for her-it is the place
where she spent her childhood, under the shadow
of her father, a revered nationalist hero. Manori
represents a stark contrast to her current reality,
symbolizing simplicity, freedom, and a connection
to a time when life felt meaningful and untainted.
The decision to retreat to Manoriis Sita's desperate
attempt to find solace and clarity amidst the chaos
of her emotions. It reflects her yearning for a
sanctuary where she can reconnect with herselfand
temporarily escape the oppressive roles of wife and
mother that society has imposed upon her. In Where
Shall We Go This Summer? the island of Manori is
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not merely a geographical location but a symbolic
refuge-a space imbued with the innocence and
wonder ofher childhood, offering a stark contrast
to the alienation and dissatisfaction that characterize
her present existence. Sita's longing for Manori is
intricately tied to her past, a period she views as
untainted by the burdens of adulthood. On the island,
she hopes to rekindle a sense of wonder and
simplicity, to find solace in the memories of her
father's magical stories and the carefree moments
that shaped her early years. In the words of Dr. M.
Mani Meitei, "The past becomes a psychic residue
in her 'personal unconscious,' the backdrop of her
life, and her obsessive preoccupation with it gives
her the strength to leave her home, husband, two
children and the urbanized life of Bombay for Manori
Island, where she thinks she would be able to live
under a magic spell." 7 ( Meitei, 2000) The island
thus becomes a symbol of an idealized escape-a
return to a time of purity and uncorrupted joy, far
removed from the harsh realities of her current life.
The novel's psychological depth is further elucidated
in M.K. Naik's observations in A History of Indian
English Literature. Naik remarks, "Where Shall We
Go This Summer? marks a return to the autonomous
world of inner reality." 8(Naik, 1982) Manori, as a
setting, serves a dual purpose in the narrative. On
one hand, it is a refuge-a space where Sita can
retreat fromthe relentless demands of urban life and
familial responsibilities. On the other hand, it
becomes a mirror to her inner conflicts, symbolizing
the dichotomy between the innocence of childhood
and the complexities of adulthood. Desai captures
this duality poignantly through Sita's perception of
the island: ""She was on the island, in order to achieve
the miracle of not giving birth. Wasn't this Manori,
the island of miracles? His father had made it an
island of magic once, worked miracles ofa kind." 9
(Desai, 2021) Her desire to keep her unborn child
in limbo is not merely an act of rebellion against
motherhood but also a psychological plea to halt
the inexorable passage of time and responsibility.
This tension between the magical and the
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real presents Sita's struggle to reconcile her feminine
sensitivity, emotional conflicts, and the desire for
autonomy. The island, steeped in her father's tales
of miracles and a nostalgic longing for a more
carefree existence, becomes both a sanctuary and
a site of profound introspection. It represents her
yearning for freedom and a desperate attempt to
reclaim a sense of control over her life. Yet, as the
narrative unfolds, the very isolation and idealization
of Manoriunderscore the impossibility of such an
escape. Sita's retreat to the island is a psychological
journey toward self-discovery, where she confronts
the fragility of her own hopes and the inescapable
realities of her life.

Her retreat to the island is as much an act
ofrebellion against societal norms as it is an attempt
to protect her unborn child fromthe same struggles
she endures. This conflict reflects her feminine
sensitivity and underscores Desai's nuanced
portrayal of women's emotional landscapes. Desai
constructs the narrative around Sita's psychological
landscape, juxtaposing the physical isolation of the
island with the emotional solitude she experiences
in her marriage. Through Sita's actions and
introspections, Desai illuminates the struggles of
women who navigate the dual burdens of societal
expectations and personal identity. The island, far
removed from the materialism and chaos of
Bombay, represents a metaphorical womb-a space
where Sita hopes to nurture a new reality, free from
the constraints of her present life. However, her
expectations ofthe island as a sanctuary are layered
with contradictions. While she seeks solace, the
isolation also forces her to confront her own
vulnerabilities and fears. She is trapped between
the nostalgia of her past and the disillusionment of
her present. The island, once a sanctuary imbued
with her father's mystical aura, now feels alien and
devoid of the magic she seeks. She feels- "Manori
was not a romantic island" 10 (Desai, 2021)

Despite the complexities of Sita's solitude
and emotional struggles, her journey is ultimately
one of self-realization. Her decision to return to
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Bombay signifies her acceptance of life's inherent
contradictions. This act of reconciliation reflects her
growth as a character, as she integrates the
fragmented aspects of her psyche and embraces
the realities ofher existence. Sita's decision to retreat
to the mystical Manori Island is deeply rooted in
her inability to reconcile the emotional and
psychological dissonance she experiences in her
marriage. Her journey from the reality of her
mundane existence in Bombay to the fantastical
world of Manori can also be understood through
Freudian psychology. Her behaviour, when viewed
through the lens of Freudian psychology, reflects a
deep internal conflict driven by unresolved childhood
trauma, unfulfilled desires, and an inability to
reconcile societal expectations with personal needs.
Sita's retreat to Manori serves as a poignant
exploration of regression as a coping mechanism,
illustrating both its temporary relief and its ultimate
inability to resolve deeper emotional and
psychological issues. Freud's theory of regression
11 (Freud,1900) suggests that individuals revert to
earlier states of being to cope with distress. For
Sita, this retreat is not merely physical but also
psychological, as she tries to reclaim a state of
emotional and existential simplicity. By going back
to the island, she seeks to shield herself from the
overwhelming conflicts in her marriage and the
pressure of societal norms. This reversion to a place
tied to her childhood reflects her subconscious
desire to avoid the responsibilities and emotional
turmoil of adulthood. She seeks a place where her
fragmented self can find coherence, away from the
relentless demands ofher roles as a wife and mother.
Yet, her journey is not just an escape; it is also an
introspective confrontation with her past, her
identity, and the choices that have shaped her. The
island becomes a canvas for her to explore whether
the peace she craves can truly be found by revisiting
the past or whether it requires a reconciliation with
her present reality. Sita's retreat to the island of
Manori symbolizes a desperate attempt to escape
the chaos of urban life and her suffocating marital
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environment. Her decision to leave Bombay with
her children reflects her longing for solitude, healing,
and a return to a simpler, more harmonious
existence. Her choice to isolate herself further
reflects her need to confront her inner turmoil. Her
decision to return to the island during her pregnancy
is an act of defiance against the mundane, oppressive
rthythms of her life. She hopes that solitude will allow
her to rediscover a sense of purpose and clarity.
Her retreat to Manori serves as both a literal and
symbolic attempt to regress to a simpler time, escape
from the pressures of her superego, and reconnect
with her id's longing for freedom and self-expression.
However, her struggles also highlight the limitations
of defence mechanisms in addressing the root causes
of psychic distress, leaving her journey incomplete
and fraught with unresolved tensions.

In Freudian psychoanalysis, the self
emerges as aresult of the development of the ego,
which arises from interactions with the external
world and internal drives. The ego acts as a mediator
between the id (primitive instincts), the superego
(moral conscience), and reality. The "self" is
essentially seen as a mental structure or
representation that evolves from this mediation.
Sita's desires for freedom, emotional connection,
and a meaningful existence align with the primal
instincts ofthe id. Her impulsive decision to leave
Bombay and her refusal to conform to societal
norms reflect her id's dominance. The societal and
familial expectations that demand Sita to be a dutiful
wife and mother represent the superego. These
pressures conflict with her deeper desires, leading
to her feelings of entrapment and frustration. Sita's
ego, which should mediate between the id and the
superego, struggles to find a balance. This inability
manifests in her erratic behaviour, emotional
outbursts, and retreat to Manori. Her journey to
the island can be seen as an attempt by the ego to
reconcile these conflicting forces, though it ultimately
highlights her psychic disarray.

Freud's concept of repetition compulsion,
where individuals unconsciously repeat patterns of
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behaviour rooted in unresolved trauma, applies to
Sita's relationship with Raman. Despite her
dissatisfaction and the emotional distance between
them, she remains in the marriage, repeating a cycle
of hope and disappointment. Her yearning for
Raman's understanding and affection mirrors a
deeper need for emotional validation that she likely
sought from her father during childhood.

As a "key component in Freud's
understanding of mental life, 'repetition compulsion’
... describes the pattern whereby people endlessly
repeat patterns of behaviour which were difficult or
distressing in earlier life"12 (Jim, 2002)

Sita's journey can also be interpreted
through C.G. Jung's concept ofthe "individuation
process." This process represents an individual's
effort to establish a distinct identity while remaining
part of the broader social framework.

For Jung, the self’is the foundational aspect
of the psyche, pre-existing the ego. The ego
develops from the self rather than the self being a
product ofthe ego. The self'is seen as the central,
unifying force ofthe psyche, encompassing both the
conscious and unconscious aspects of an individual.
The individuation process, as defined by Jung, refers
to the psychological growth of an individual as they
integrate different aspects of the self, both conscious
and unconscious, to achieve a sense of wholeness.
This process involves navigating internal conflicts,
acknowledging suppressed emotions, and ultimately
reconciling with one's inner and outer worlds.
"Jung saw individuation as the process of self-
realisation, the discovery and experience of meaning
and purpose in life; the means by which one finds
oneselfand becomes who one really is. It depends
upon the interplay and synthesis of opposites e.g.
conscious and unconscious, personal and collective,
psyche and soma, divine and human, life and death.
Analysis can be seen as an individuation process.
It not only fosters but accelerates individuation" 13
(Jung, 1935)

As Jung putsiit:
"The aim of individuation is nothing less than
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to divest the self of the false wrappings of the persona
on the one hand and the suggestive power of
primordial images on the other." 14 (Jung, 1935)
Applying both theories offers a nuanced
understanding of Sita. Freudian theory highlights her
unconscious drives, defence mechanisms, and the
influence ofher childhood experiences, while Jungian
theory provides a broader, symbolic framework for
understanding her psychological growth and
eventual reconciliation. Sita's character embodies
both Freudian regression and Jungian individuation.
While her retreat to Manori demonstrates a
Freudian escape to an earlier stage of emotional
comfort, her eventual realization and return to her
family align with Jung's idea ofintegrating the self.
Together, these theories reflect the multi-layered
complexity of Sita's psychological and emotional
journey. Her retreat to Manori Island symbolizes
her attempt to separate herself from the oppressive
structures of her domestic life in Bombay, a crucial
step in her individuation. Feeling alienated from her
husband, Raman, and disconnected from societal
expectations, Sita seeks solace on the island where
her childhood memories and her father's magical
aura still linger. This retreat reflects her need to
reconnect with her inner self, free from the
constraints of her present reality. Her refusal to give
birth to her fifth child on the island reflects her
struggle against the creative-destructive forces she
perceives in her environment. This act can be seen
as an attempt to reclaim control over her life and
redefine her identity. However, as the narrative
unfolds, Sita's stay on Manori Island forces her to
confront the limits of escapism. The island, once a
symbol of magic and freedom, reveals itself as a
place where her unresolved conflicts persist.

For Sita, her quest for freedom reflects the
modern individual's relentless struggle to carve out
a space for personal meaning and autonomy amidst
societal constraints. Disillusioned and emotionally
drained by her unfulfilling life in Bombay, Sita
perceives her existence as a barren wasteland. She
becomes determined to break free from the
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monotony and seeks refuge in Manori, a place
imbued with the magical legacy of her father. Her
father's presence and his nationalist ideals had once
sanctified the island, making it a sanctuary of
simplicity and hope in her memories. In her yearning
for this enchanted space, Sita attempts to shield her
unborn child from the destructive forces she sees
pervading the world. Her resolve to not bring her
child into a world she views as corrupt and violent
underscores her rejection of the life she has come
to detest.

Sita's journey to Manori represents a quest
for transformation and healing. She wishes to
recreate the magic her father embodied, hoping it
will grant her child a charmed existence away from
the chaos and cruelty ofher current reality. However,
her stay on the island becomes a confrontation with
the futility of escapism. The utopia she seeks in
Manori proves elusive, and she realizes that her
retreat does not offer a permanent solution to her
struggles.

Through her time on the island, Sita
undergoes a transformation. She realizes that fleeing
from her problems only deepens her sense of
alienation. The resolution ofthe novel emphasizes
the necessity of achieving a delicate balance between
the inner self (unconscious) and the external world
(conscious). Sita's return to Bombay, while
seemingly a capitulation, signifies her gradual
acceptance of life's complexities. It reflects her
recognition that retreating into isolation, whether
physical or emotional, cannot provide a lasting
solution. Instead, she begins to understand that
harmony lies in embracing both her internal struggles
and the external demands of her life, transforming
her disillusionment into a quiet strength. Sita's story,
"Where Shall We Go This Summer?" becomes a
powerful exploration of identity, individuality, and
the human capacity for reconciliation. It is a testament
to Anita Desai's mastery of psychological realism,
offering a nuanced and compassionate depiction of
a woman's journey toward self-acceptance and
balance in a world fraught with expectations and
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contradictions. Sita's story is a universal exploration
ofthe modern individual's quest for meaning in an
increasingly disconnected world. Through her
solitude and emotional labyrinths, Anita Desai crafts
a character who resonates deeply with readers,
offering a profound reflection on the human condition
and the pursuit of psychological wholeness.
