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Abstract

This study explores the relationship
between personal values and professional ethics
among government and private senior secondary
school teachers in Bikaner district, Rajasthan.
Using the Personal Value Questionnaire (PVQ)
and a self-constructed Professional Ethics
Perception Scale for School Teachers (PEPST),
the research highlights significant positive
correlations between democratic, religious, social,
knowledge, and family prestige values with
professional ethics. Conversely, economic,
hedonistic, and power values were found to have
negative correlations. The findings underscore the
critical role of teachers' value orientations in shaping
their ethical behavior, with implications for teacher

training and educational policy.

Teachers' values not only guide their classroom
interactions but also influence their adherence to
ethical codes. In the Indian context, where
education plays a transformative role,
understanding this linkage is vital for enhancing

teaching quality and professional accountability.

2. Methodology

- Sample: Teachers from eight government and
eight private senior secondary schools in Bikaner
district, Rajasthan.

- Tools:

- Personal Value Questionnaire (PVQ) - to
measure values across democratic, religious,
social, knowledge, family prestige, economic,
hedonistic, power, and other dimensions.

- Professional Ethics Perception Scale for School
Teachers (PEPST) - self-constructed, covering
obligations toward students, parents/community,
and profession/colleagues.

- Analysis: Mean, standard deviation, correlation,

t-tests, ANOVA, and regression techniques.
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3. Results

- Government teachers showed the highest
preference for knowledge values (mean= 15.09),
while private teachers favored democratic and
knowledge values (mean = 14.44, 14.48).

- Both groups least valued power as a guiding
principle.

- Professional ethics perception was very good
among some government schools and consistently
good across private schools.

- Correlation analysis revealed positive association
between democratic, religious, social, knowledge,
and family prestige values with professional ethics,
while economic, hedonistic, and power values

correlated negatively.

4. Discussion

The findings align with earlier studies
(Sharma, 2016; Melo, 2003) emphasizing the role
of intrinsic values such as democracy and
knowledge in promoting ethical behavior. Teachers
who prioritize self-interest values (economic,
power) are less likely to maintain ethical standards.
The negligible difference between government and

private school teachers' ethical perception suggests

that professional ethics is equally emphasized

across institutional types.

5. Conclusion

The study concludes that teachers'
personal values significantly shape their
professional ethics. Educational policymakers and
institutions should integrate value-based training
in teacher education programs to reinforce
democratic and knowledge-oriented values.
Regular professional development sessions
focused on ethics could further strengthen
teachers' moral decision-making in complex

educational settings.

Mehta. As a public interest litigator, Mehta's
interventions catalysed judicial activism and
brought environmental protection into the
mainstream of constitutional interpretation. From
the cleansing of the Ganga to safeguarding the Taj
Mabhal, his petitions not only led to landmark
judgments but also helped establish foundational
doctrines such as the Polluter Pays Principle,
Precautionary Principle, and the Public Trust
Doctrine.

This chapter explores the pivotalrole M.C.
Mehta played in shaping India's environmental legal
framework. It critically evaluates whether his
influence stemmed solely from his legal expertise,
or ifany determined citizen could have achieved
similar impact within the existing judicial and
institutional mechanisms. By juxtaposing Mehta's
legacy with the persistent environmental
degradation India and the world continue to face-
despite the presence of extensive laws and judicial
principles-this study interrogates the limitations of

litigation-led reform.
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Ultimately, it raises a crucial question: does
the effectiveness of environmental law hinge more
on individual agency, or on systemic enforcement
and societal will?

Introduction

Environmental law in India has evolved
through a unique blend of legislative development,
constitutional interpretation, and judicial innovation.
Among the many actors who have contributed to
this evolution, the name M.C. Mehta stands out
as a towering figure whose persistent legal
interventions sparked a series of transformative
judgments. From the early 1980s onwards, M.C.
Mehta, through a series of public interest litigations
(PILs), succeeded not only in bringing
environmental issues to the forefront ofthe judicial
conscience but also in laying down foundational
legal doctrines that have since become
cornerstones of India's environmental
jurisprudence. His work significantly influenced the
operationalization of Articles 21, 48 A, and 51A(g)

of the Indian Constitution, embedding
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environmental protection within the broader
framework of fundamental rights and duties.

This paper begins by examining how M.C.
Mehta's interventions catalyzed India's
environmental legal journey, mapping the trajectory
from judicial neglect to constitutional
environmentalism. His strategic use of PILs
coincided with a judiciary increasingly willing to
engage with social justice causes, and this synergy
produced some of the most landmark
environmental rulings in Indian legal history -
including cases like the Ganga Pollution Case, the
Oleum Gas Leak Case, the Taj Trapezium Case,
and many others. These cases not only addressed
specific instances of environmental harm but also
led to the institutionalization of environmental
principles like the Polluter Pays Principle, the
Precautionary Principle, and the Public Trust
Doctrine.

However, while celebrating M.C. Mehta's
monumental contributions, this research also raises
a deeper and more complex question: Was it only
because M.C. Mehta was an advocate that he
could generate such legal impact, or could an
ordinary citizen have played a similar role in shaping
environmental law? This inquiry is essential because
it challenges the accessibility and inclusivity of the
judicial system. If systemic change is largely
contingent upon the presence of legally trained
individuals with access to the courts, what does
that say about the role of the average citizen in
environmental governance? Does this centralization
ofimpact in a single individual reflect the strengths

of India's judicial activism - or its limitations?
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Furthermore, despite the judicial
enthusiasm and the proliferation of environmental
principles, India and the world continue to witness
worsening environmental degradation. Forests are
shrinking, rivers are polluted, air quality in urban
centres has reached hazardous levels, and climate-
related disasters are increasing in frequency and
intensity. This dissonance between legal
advancement and ecological reality prompts a
critical evaluation ofthe effectiveness of judicial
mterventions. Are legal pronouncements, however
progressive, sufficient without systemic
enforcement? Have the principles laid down by
the courts translated into sustainable governance,
or do they remain symbolic declarations in the
absence of robust administrative mechanisms and
public participation?

This paper situates M.C. Mehta's work
within this broader context: it not only traces the
doctrinal development of environmental law
through his litigations but also interrogates the
limitations of litigation as a tool for systemic
environmental change. In doing so, it compares
the Indian experience with select international case
laws where judicial intervention played a pivotal
role, exploring whether Mehta's model is unique
or part ofa global trend. The goal is to present a
critical yet constructive analysis of environmental
law - celebrating its milestones, diagnosing its
weaknesses, and questioning its future.

In essence, this paper argues that while
legal interventions like those of M.C. Mehta have
been vital, law alone is not enough. True

environmental protection requires not just rules and

administrative transformation that empowers every
citizen, not just the legally trained few, to act as
custodians of nature.

Part I: Key Judicial Interventions by M.C. Mehta
M.C. Mehta's environmental crusade was not a
singular moment but a sustained legal journey. His
strategic litigation before the Supreme Court led
to a transformation of environmental jurisprudence
in India. Below are some ofthe most significant
cases he brought to the Court, each of which
resulted in landmark environmental doctrines and
policy changes.

1. M.C. Mehta v. Union of India (Ganga
Pollution Case)

One of the earliest and most impactful
cases filed by Mehta was to address the pollution
of the Ganga River by tanneries and other
industries near Kanpur. The Supreme Court held
that the right to a clean environment is part of the
fundamental right to life under Article 21 ofthe
Constitution. It ordered the closure of tanneries
and imposed stringent pollution control norms.

2. M.C. Mehta v. Union of India (Oleum Gas
Leak Case)

Following a gas leak from the Shriram
Food and Fertilizers Industry in Delhi, the Court
addressed the issue of strict liability. It laid down
the principle of absolute liability, going beyond the
earlier Englishrule in Rylands v. Fletcher. The Court
emphasized that industries engaged in hazardous
activities owe an absolute and non-delegable duty
to the community.

3. M.C. Mehta v. Union of India (Vehicular
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Pollution Case)

Mehta filed a petition regarding vehicular
pollution in Delhi, which resulted in a slew of
directives. The Supreme Court directed the
phasing out of leaded petrol, the use of
Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) for public
transport, and mandatory emission checks.

4. M.C. Mehta v. Union of India (Taj
Trapezium Case)

This case highlighted the damage caused by
industrial pollution to the Taj Mahal. The Court
ordered industries within the "Taj Trapezium Zone"
to switch from coal to natural gas or relocate, citing
the preservation of cultural heritage as integral to
environmental protection.

5. M.C. Mehta v. Kamal Nath (Public Trust
Doctrine)

In this significant case, the Supreme Court
invoked the Public Trust Doctrine, asserting that
the State is the trustee of all natural resources,
which are meant for public use and cannot be
converted into private ownership.

These cases collectively represent the
foundational base of India's environmental law.
They show how PILs can not only resolve
immediate grievances but also create lasting
structural change through judicial precedent.
Part 1I: Legal Doctrines Shaped Through
M.C. Mehta's Cases

M.C. Mehta's public interest litigations not
only resulted in case-specific relief but also paved
the way for the emergence and consolidation of
crucial environmental legal doctrines in India.

These principles have since become indispensable
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tools for environmental adjudication, influencing
not only the courts but also policy and
administrative frameworks. This section examines
the most significant doctrines that Indian
environmental jurisprudence owes to Mehta's
advocacy and judicial activism.

1. The Polluter Pays Principle

The Polluter Pays Principle (PPP)
mandates that the party responsible for pollution
must bear the cost of remedying the damage
caused to the environment. The Supreme Court
formally recognized this principle in the M.C.
Mehta v. Union of India (Oleum Gas Leak Case),
where it held that industries undertaking hazardous
or inherently dangerous activities must compensate
victims for environmental harm, irrespective of
negligence.

"The enterprise which is engaged in a
hazardous or inherently dangerous activity which
poses a potential threat to the health and safety of
persons working in the factory and residing in the
surrounding areas must be absolutely liable to
compensate for any harm caused," the Court held.

The Polluter Pays Principle has since been
incorporated into various environmental statutes
and policies, such as the Water (Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, and the Air
(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981.
It aligns with the "user pays" concept adopted in
international environmental law and is a vital
deterrent against environmental neglect.

2. The Precautionary Principle
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The Precautionary Principle asserts that
the absence of complete scientific certainty should
not be a reason to postpone measures to prevent
environmental degradation when there are threats
of serious or irreversible damage. Though not
originally part of Indian law, this principle gained
legal status through the Supreme Court's
interpretation in various Mehta cases.

The Court articulated this in Vellore
Citizens Welfare Forum v. Union ofIndia, building
upon earlier PILs, stating that environmental
protection demands anticipatory action. This
principle requires the burden of proofto lie on the
polluter to demonstrate that the activity is safe.
Mehta's interventions and the Court's
responsiveness created a jurisprudential climate
where precaution became a mandate rather than
an option, enabling proactive environmental
governance.

3. The Public Trust Doctrine

One of the most significant doctrinal
contributions traced to Mehta's litigation is the
Public Trust Doctrine. The Supreme Court in M.C.
Mehta v. Kamal Nath declared that natural
resources such as air, water, and forests are held
by the government in trust for the people and
cannot be commodified or alienated arbitrarily.
The Court stated:

"The State as the sovereign trustee is under
a legal duty to protect the natural resources for
the enjoyment of the general public and for the
future generations."

This doctrine strengthens the idea that

environmental resources are a heritage of the
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people, thereby imposing constitutional obligations
on the state to conserve and manage them
responsibly. It has been influential in litigations
involving forest conservation, river management,
and urban environment protection.

4. Absolute Liability

The principle of Absolute Liability
introduced in M.C. Mehta v. Union of India
(Oleum Gas Leak Case) departs from the English
doctrine of strict liability. The Supreme Court held
that enterprises engaged in hazardous activities
must be absolutely liable for any harm caused, with
no exceptions for "act of God," third party
interference, or negligence of the victim.

This heightened standard ensures greater
protection for communities living near hazardous
industries and shifts the responsibility squarely onto
polluting enterprises, incentivizing better safety
measures.

5. Intergenerational Equity

While not always explicitly articulated, the
doctrine of Intergenerational Equity-the concept
that the present generation holds natural resources
in trust for future generations-has been reinforced
through Mehta's cases and Supreme Court's
jurisprudence. It is implicit in the Court's repeated
emphasis on sustainable development and
conservation.

Together, these doctrines mark a
significant evolution of environmental law in India
- moving from fragmented regulations to a
coherent, principle-based jurisprudence that
balances developmental needs with ecological

sustainability. M.C. Mehta's persistent advocacy
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was instrumental in compelling the judiciary to
adopt and expand these principles. However, as
will be explored in subsequent sections, the real
test lies in their implementation and the extent to
which such principles can empower ordinary
citizens beyond the courtroom.

Part I1I: Assessing Impact - Systemic Change
or Individual Heroism?

The extraordinary impact of M.C. Mehta
in shaping India's environmental jurisprudence
raises a crucial inquiry: To what extent is effective
environmental legal reform dependent on
exceptional individuals, and how accessible is this
form ofadvocacy to ordinary citizens? This section
critically examines whether Mehta's success
reflects unique personal agency or systemic
possibilities available to all, and explores the
implications for environmental governance.

1. The Role of M.C. Mehta: Catalyst and
Pioneer

M.C. Mehta's legal career is marked by
pioneering use of Public Interest Litigation (PIL),
a judicial innovation in India that widened access
to justice by permitting any public-spirited
individual to approach courts on behalf of affected
parties. Mehta was among the earliest to harness
PIL for environmental causes, translating complex
ecological issues into legal arguments compelling
enough to activate judicial intervention.

His profound understanding of
environmental science, combined with deep legal
expertise and unwavering commitment, allowed
him to navigate and influence judicial attitudes,

administrative inertia, and political opposition. As
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Justice Bhagwati noted, PILs led by advocates
like Mehta "have greatly democratized the legal
process" and empowered courts to address public
wrongs.

2. Is Such Impact Replicable by Ordinary
Citizens?

Despite the democratization brought by
PILs, replicability remains a question. Legal
scholars argue that the unique combination of legal
knowledge, resources, and perseverance that
Mehta embodies is rarely matched by ordinary
citizens, especially marginalized communities most
affected by environmental degradation.

Many citizens lack the awareness, financial
means, and sustained access to legal counsel to
initiate or sustain complex litigation. Additionally,
navigating institutional bureaucracies and technical
regulatory frameworks can be daunting, limiting
grassroots legal activism's reach.

A study by Bansal and Singh (2014) notes
that although PILs have expanded access, the
"lawyer-driven" nature of environmental litigation
may exclude those without legal representation,
potentially narrowing the scope of public
participation.

3. Institutional and Structural Constraints

The Indian judiciary's active environmental
role owes much to personalities like Mehta, but
courts alone cannot substitute for strong institutions
and enforcement agencies. Enforcement gaps,
regulatory capture, political interference, and
limited public awareness often undermine legal
gains.

Moreover, the judicial process is inherently

reactive, and litigation is generally a remedy of last
resort. Effective environmental governance
requires proactive administrative action, transparent
decision-making, and community engagement -
realms where individual litigation prowess plays a
limited role.

4. Global Comparisons

Looking internationally, environmental
legal movements often hinge on a mix of activists,
NGOs, and legal professionals. For example, in
the United States, the Environmental Defence Fund
and Sierra Club have successfully used litigation
to drive policy change, but these organizations rely
on expert legal teams rather than lay citizens.

In contrast, countries like South Africa
have constitutionally enshrined environmental rights
accessible to all citizens, with a robust framework
for public participation, highlighting that systemic
access to justice can democratize environmental

protection beyond heroic individuals.

5. Bridging the Gap: Empowering Citizens
Recognizing the limits of individual
heroism, recent initiatives in India and globally
focus on capacity-building, legal literacy, and
community-based monitoring to empower
ordinary citizens. For example, the National Green
Tribunal Act, 2010 provides a specialized forum
for environmental cases, lowering procedural
barriers and enabling more people to seek justice.
Digital platforms, environmental
education, and NGO networks also serve as

important enablers, reducing reliance on singular

figures.
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While M.C. Mehta's singular impact is
undeniable and inspirational, it also underscores
the need for systemic reforms that make
environmental justice accessible, equitable, and
participatory. True ecological protection cannot
rest on individual champions alone but must involve
empowered citizens, responsive institutions, and
effective enforcement.

Part IV: The Paradox of Progress -
Environmental Degradation Amidst Legal
Advances

Despite the remarkable judicial milestones
and the rich corpus of environmental laws
developed over the past four decades, India - like
many other countries - continues to face significant
environmental challenges. This paradox of
simultaneous legal progress and ongoing ecological
decline calls for a critical examination of the factors
that limit the effectiveness of laws and judicial
pronouncements in halting or reversing
environmental degradation.

1. Legal Framework vs. Ground Reality

India has a comprehensive environmental
legal framework, including laws like the
Environment Protection Act, 1986, the Forest
Conservation Act, 1980, and regulatory bodies
such as the Central Pollution Control Board. The
Supreme Court, through PILs pioneered by M.C.
Mehta and others, has established foundational
principles to protect the environment.

However, despite these efforts, key
indicators reveal worsening conditions: rising air
and water pollution, loss of biodiversity,

deforestation, and escalating climate vulnerability.
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The World Air Quality Report (2023) ranked
several Indian cities among the most polluted
globally, demonstrating the gap between law and
lived reality.
2. Challenges in Enforcement

One of the primary reasons for this
paradox is the lack of effective enforcement
mechanisms. Judicial directives often depend on
executive agencies for implementation, but these
agencies frequently face resource constraints,
corruption, and political interference.

For example, the National Green Tribunal
(NGT) has passed strict orders inmultiple pollution
cases, but ground enforcement remains
inconsistent. This discrepancy erodes public
confidence and weakens the deterrent effect of
environmental laws.
3. Fragmented Governance and Regulatory
Overlaps

Environmental governance in India is often
characterized by overlapping jurisdictions among
central, state, and local authorities, creating
confusion and diluted responsibility. Fragmentation
hampers coherent policy implementation and
makes accountability elusive.
This structural complexity means that even well-
crafted judicial pronouncements can become
mired in bureaucratic inertia or conflicting
mandates.

Courts, despite their progressive
judgments, are limited in enforcing systemic socio-
economic change. Sustainable development
requires integrating environmental goals into
broader policy frameworks and incentivizing green
alternatives.

5. The Role of Public Awareness and
Participation

Legal mandates alone cannot achieve
environmental protection without active public
participation and environmental consciousness.
Although judicial activism has pushed the
envelope, widespread awareness and community
engagement remain limited.

Empowering citizens through education,
participatory decision-making, and decentralized
environmental monitoring can amplify the impact
oflaws beyond courtrooms.

The persistence of environmental
degradation despite robust laws and landmark
judgments exposes the limits of legalism alone. It
underscores the need for a multi-dimensional
approach that combines legal, administrative,
socio-economic, and cultural strategies to protect
the environment effectively.

Yet, this
also highlights the urgency for systemic reforms-
improving legal literacy, streamlining access to
courts, empowering local communities, and
strengthening institutions like the National Green
Tribunal.

Cybersecurity Framework, ISO/IEC-27001, and
emerging tools like Software Bill of Materials
(SBOM), Indian HEIs can systematically assess
their cybersecurity posture and move toward more
strong operations. This paper reviews Indian
observed research on cybersecurity maturity,
discusses challenges unique to Indian HEIs, and
proposes a roadmap to improve posture and
maturity, drawing on international frameworks and
Indian policy context.

This paper presents a systematic analysis
of these regulatory gaps through sector-wise
examination of workforce distribution and legal
protections. The study contributes to existing
literature by providing empirical evidence of
implementation challenges and proposing concrete,
sector-specific solutions.

6. Discussion

to address fundamental protection gaps for most
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workers. Several key patterns emerge:
6.1 Structural Exclusion

The high thresholds for Code applicability
systematically exclude small establishments where
most workers are employed. This design flaw
affects approximately 70% of total workforce.
6.2 Implementation Deficit

Even where legal protections exist,
enforcement mechanisms remain critically
understaffed and under-resourced. The vacancy
rate in labour departments exceeds 40% in most
states.
6.3 Emerging Challenges

The gig economyrepresents a new frontier
of informality where traditional employer-
employee relationships are being redefined to
avoid statutory obligations.
7. Recommendations
Based on the analysis, the study proposes the
following evidence-based recommendations:
7.1 Legislative Reforms
1. Universal Coverage: Remove all thresholds for
Labour Code applicability
2. Gig Worker Status: Legally classify platform
workers as "employees"
3. Joint Liability: Strengthen principal employer
responsibility in contract labor
4. Social Security: Mandatory universal
registration and coverage
7.2 Administrative Reforms
1. Enforcement Capacity: Fill all vacant positions
in labour departments by 2025
2. Technology Integration: Implement digital
inspection and monitoring systems
3. Fast-Track Courts: Establish specialized labour

courts for time-bound dispute resolution
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7.3 Sector-Specific Interventions

1. Agriculture: Include under OSH Code with
special provisions

2. Construction: Mandatory registration and
welfare board membership

3. Gig Economy: Algorithm transparency and
minimum earnings guarantee

8. Conclusion

The 2019-2024 labour reforms represent
a significant step towards legal consolidation but
fall short of providing comprehensive worker
protection. The structural loopholes identified in
this study perpetuate the exclusion of most workers
from legal safeguards, particularly in the
unorganized sector. The sectoral analysis reveals
distinct challenges requiring tailored solutions rather
than one-size-fits-all approaches.

Future reforms must prioritize universal
coverage, strengthened enforcement, and
adaptation to emerging employment relationships.
Only through such comprehensive approach can
India achieve the constitutional goal of decent

work and social security for all workers.
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
